1. What is ADHD?  What distinguishes ADHD from normal hyperactivity and why might this be something you as behavioral therapists will have to look out for?  Describe 4 behavior problems associated with ADHD and what you would do as behavior analysts to improve these behaviors.  Does ADHD end in childhood or tend to continue into adulthood and if so, how might this pose a problem for adult behaviors?

2. What are the three classifications of ADHD (describe these in detail)?  Which classification is most common?  Who is more at risk, males or females, for developing ADHD?  What are the five suspected causes of ADHD (describe each in detail)?  What neurological factors have been shown to be linked to individuals with ADHD?  What is the current preferred mode of treatment and why?  If you have child clients who have been diagnosed with ADHD, what do you have to look for in parental behavior?  

3. What is Autism?  What are the 6 basic symptoms of this disorder?  Describe what you think is the most debilitating symptom of autism and why?  What are the 5 types (conditions) of autism according to the DSM-IV and their symptoms (describe in detail)?  Who is more at risk for developing autism, males or females and what might this mean for the disorder?  What are the suspected causes of autism, which of these theories has been ruled out and which are still being examined?  What does the scientific community think is the most likely cause for autism?  Which parts of the autistic brain are structurally different from brains of normal individuals?  Why is the overgrowth of cell density in the amygdala so significant in autism?
