1. What are sensory disorders?  Describe cortical blindness and blindsight and describe the area of brain damage in cortical blindness.  Describe in detail three types of visual agnosias, the symptoms of each, and the area of brain damage for each (if known).  Describe asomatognosia, its location of brain damage, and the strange deficits that result from this disorder.  

2. Describe contralateral neglect and at least 5 symptoms of the disorder. What is apraxia and describe the two types of this disorder that a patient may have?  Name and Describe two of the audioperceptual disorders.  What are vascular diseases and why can they be so debilitating?  How long does an area of the brain have to be oxygen deprived for there to be long-term damage?

3. What is a stroke?  There are two kinds of stroke (hemorrhagic and ischemic), describe each of these in detail (we went over this in class).  Which of these two types of stroke generally has a worse prognosis and why?  What is the difference between a thrombosis and an embolism?  What is the difference between a cerebral hemorrhage and an aneurysm and which has a worse prognosis?  Describe the difference between open-head and closed-head injuries, which generally has a worse prognosis, and describe all the areas of potential damage in closed-head injuries (coup, countracoup, etc.).
